1. What is your position/title at The Dollars for Scholars Organization?  

I am Executive Director of California Dollars for Scholars, the California regional office of the national Dollars for Schola rs organization.

just $1, they would have a sizeable scholarship fund for their students. Now, 51 years later, Dollars for Scholars and the other scholarship 

programs of Scholarship America have awarded more than $2 billion in scholarships to more than 2 million students.  

2. How did you find or decide on the career your in?  

At some point, I think I realized that I am much happier working in the nonprofit arena. I wish there was more emphasis place d on creat-

ing careers in nonprofit than there is. Nonprofits also need good, educated and passionate people. You can earn a good living and feel like 

the work you are doing is really contributing to society.  

3. How long have you been working with The Dollars for Scholars Organization?  

I was hired as the first Executive Director of California Dollars for Scholars in 1998, the year that the Region was chartered by the national 

organization.  

4. Describe the benefits that The Dollars for Scholars brings to high school students? 

Dollars for Scholars is a nationwide network of community -based, volunteer-led scholarship groups that we call chapters. A chapter may 

be organized in a school or church; it can be a group of community volunteers who help students at more than one school; it can take a lot

zation under our umbrella 501(c)(3) with the IRS, meaning that contributions to the scholarship chapter are tax deductible. T hat is a valu-

able benefit for the chapters, as is access to our nationwide Collegiate Partner program. Over 500 colleges and universities (including 

CSUSB), recognize that our scholarships are private, community scholarships from money raised by volunteers. Because of that, the 

schools agree to maximize the benefits of our scholarships to encourage more private scholarships. Many of the schools will match all or 

part of our scholarships. As an organization, we try hard to help our chapters raise more money, and one of those ways is by holding the 

annual California Dollars for Scholars Walk for Education. This year the walk was at Loyola Marymount University in Los Angel es. 

Thanks to the corporate and individual sponsors who pay for the expenses of the walk, the chapters which participate are able  to keep 100 

percent of what they raise for their scholarship funds.  

5. How do you feel about promoting literacy and the importance of children engaging in reading?  

I heard of a study recently which showed that the difference between children from families where parents were in a professio n and chil-

dren from families on welfare was language. Not only the number and quality of words, but also the percentage of words that w ere en-

couraging versus the percentage of words that criticized. The predictions are that California will need far more educated wor kers in the 

fairly near future than we could produce at our current rate. Language and literacy form the foundation of learning, of succe ss and of be-

ing equipped to take advantage of opportunities when they present themselves. What could be more important than that?
